Reminder of Registration Update Obligations

Pursuant to Case Management Order No. 23, as amended, all counsel for any ASR-related
case pending in this Court were directed to prepare a Registration Declaration and Registration List
identifying all clients with filed and unfiled ASR XL, ASR Resurfacing or Hemiarthroplasty claims,
or both, whether or not involving a Revision surgery, and to update any change in the status of any
Plaintiff or Unfiled Claimant identified on their Registration List by July 15" and December 15" of
each year until further order of this Court. Periodic updates of this registration is necessary for the

effective management of this litigation, and it is therefore
ORDERED AND DECREED THAT:

1. All counsel for any ASR-related case pending in this Court, filed or unfiled,
connected with ASR Hip Implants, shall (1) identify all clients with filed and unfiled ASR XI., ASR
Resurfacing or Hemiarthroplasty claims, whether or not involving a Revision Surgery, and regardless
of the client’s ultimate decision regarding enrollment in the U.S. Program, and (ii) update any change
in the status of any Plaintiff or Unfiled Claimant identified on their Registration List by December
15, 2016.

2. All Pro Se Plaintiffs and Unrepresented Claimants, regardless of the ultimate
decision regarding enrollment in the U.S. Program, shall serve updated reports regarding changes in
status by December 15, 2016. Instructions for Registration and Updates to Registration are set out

in the original Registration Order, Doc. No. 637, paragraph 3, pages 4-5.

3. The updated reports to the Claims Processor must include changes in status to both
unrevised Plaintiffs and Unfiled Claimants and revised Plaintiffs and Unfiled Claimants with

subsequent additional revision surgeries.

All provisions of the previous Order (Doc. Nos. 637 and 827) remain in full force and effect.
